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So now that your plugins are installed following yesterdays tutorials, let’s 
take a closer look at the activation of the more important plugins. Let’s 
begin with the All In One SEO. This is the single most important plugin you 
will need: 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
As shown, you will find the Plugins tab on the left hand sidebar. Click, and then visually 
confirm that all the plugins you have added are activated.  
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Once activated, most of your plugins will be found on the left sidebar under the Settings, 
or Tools tab. Click to view what is available. Locate the All In One SEO option, and click 
it.  
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Add the title of your website, a short description of your website (Make it good, because 
this is what will appear as the teaser in Google) and finally add your keywords where 
prompted. No spaces, just separate with comma’s. Scroll down to the bottom to save your 
changes.  
 
This plugin will now function as an “on-page SEO” tool for you every time you make a 
post.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Let’s move on to the next Plugin – The Tiny MCE Advanced plugin (Tools or Settings 
Tab) 
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As shown above, you can drag and drop the features listed in the lower portion of the 
page to the top reproduction of your HTML editor box. What is shown at the top are the 
features you already have access to. If you see something you need below, just drag and 
drop onto the top area.  
 
I personally like to use all of the font styles and sizes options. Save once you are done 
selecting your options. The next time you go to make a post or a page, you’ll find the new 
options are now available.

This plugin allows you to build your contact form. On the left hand side you see the 
default form. (In code format) Follow the instructions I have listed above to customize 
and use this lead capture form. I recommend placing this on as many pages as possible – 
Where appropriate of course.  
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This is the bottom of the same page. All you need to do here is type your email address 
where you want to receive information when someone fills out the form on your website. 
Save when finished.  
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The image above shows how to insert the new form when you’re making a blog post, or a 
page. Simply paste the code provided on the Contact Form 7 page into the text box. Make 
sure you’re in HTML mode as shown.
